= Origin:
: Church bells are large and loud. Their sound can be
heard from a great distance. Bells make a single clear note
so they are distinctive and not readily confusing.

5-3: Rings a bell

Before electric sirens and amplification systems became
available, the bell was an important way of signaling and
alerting people of important events. Further, they also
supplemented the lack of accurate timepieces in those days.
The bells functioned as a reminder of an event for people
who were unable to keep time. Thus, ringing a bell would
cause people to remember certain events or activities. Bells
were later used on clocks to mark the hour.

A large clock set in the town center could be heard
throughout the town. This clock then became a master time
reference for the entire town. The bell rings every hour, so
people can synchronize their respective timepieces,
